The following is an edited note from
Steve, alongtime member of the GMC,
viaPat Heise.

- Steve LaCombe called last night to
give us some not so good news. Last
Friday his family was on their way to his
parents in Ohio when on the last leg of
the trip they had an accident in their mini
van. Lukewasdriving (anew driver
with a permit) Steve in the passenger
seat and Candy in the back between
Hannah (11) and Andrew (9). Lukewas
about to make alane change when Steve
alerted him to the fact there was adriver
in hisblind spot. Luke reacted by
turning the wheel quickly and then
unfortunately put hisfoot on the
accelerator instead of the brake. It sent
them into atail spin and then the van
rolled afew times. When it stopped
Steve' s side was on top and he got out

and jumped down from thevan. The
kids all survived without injury. Steve
has a concussion and he' s abit bruised
and cut. Candy did not fair sowell. She
was tangled in her seat belt and up
against the door. Shewasair lifted to
Toledo where she will be operated on
today, | believe he said. Sheis
paralyzed (C6-C7 injury). Sheis
showing movement in her arms and
hands. Sheisableto sort of flap her
arms and can curl some of her fingers.
Steve says her attitude is great and has
so far accepted that she will bein a
wheelchair but greatly hopes that she
will gain full use of her arms. He says
the boys and Hannah have been dealing
with it so far and Hannah has been
massaging Candy’ s arms and taking care
of her when they visit. Steve said he has
been overwhelmed and that last night
was the first he could get his act together
to let people know. He thought he'd get
to get on the internet today and send out
some e-mails-so | believe he will keep
us up to date. Right now a group of
survivors who have been through this are
giving him good advice on getting the
insurance issues done and all other
technical stuff that needs to be done
immediately. The family is staying with
his parents (Toledo is an hour away)
right now.

My
boss, the Director of Marketing,
participated in every employee
orientation every couple of
weeks.

Those were the days of Tom
Peterst In Search of Excellence,
and quality/customer service
initiatives were starting to take
hold in many companies across
the country.

My boss would get up in front of
each group of 20-30 new hires
and say with thisbig grin on his
face, 3l have the biggest
department of the entire

hospital .2 Pause. Every one could
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figure out that the nursing
department was likely the biggest
with the most staff. Then he'd
say, 3Every one of you is part of
the marketing department.?

Then he'd go on to explain that
no matter where they were, on or
off thejob, to their family,
friends, neighbors, and al those
who knew they worked at the
hospital, meant that to them,
those employees were the
hospital. And each employee had
the opportunity on and off the job
to help build 3customer2 or
patient loyalty to the hospital.

If you think about it, that fully
makes sense. Y oulll recognize
that when you think of other
people in companies with whom
you do business, you see

those employees as that
company.

The same holds true for
barbershop. To other people you
are your chapter, the Society, and
represent the art form.

Every member can keep his eyes
and ears open for opportunities to
build relationships with the
community. By-products of these
relationships can turn into a
stream of new members,
performance opportunities and
the like, opportunities to promote
the art form, and so on.

Opportunities to become an
active and visible part of the
community can only help to



create a positive image for the
chapter, the Society and the art
form.

Every member can learn how to
think in this broad manner. Every
man has contacts and
associations that are unique to
him that may open doors and
lead to opportunities to build
unique relationships that no other
member

can.

Obvioudly, not every man will
adopt this point of view. Some
guys will just come sing on the
risers every week and that!s all
he wantsto do. So beit.

But, sharing this point may open
the eyes of othersto new
possibilities.
